Donna 

Razin said that her abortion caused her “deep regret- initially I 

was suicidal-as the years have progressed I have developed a 

heightened level of bitterness and anger and self-hate.”  Wom-

an would be better served if society tried to creatively answer 

the needs of single mothers, mothers trying to get through 

school, mothers needing higher or more stable finances, etc. 

rather than telling them that the death of their children is the 

best answer.  We can and should do more for women.
